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they must be approved by no less than two-thirds (2/3) of the National 
Olympic Committees present at the time of voting. Quorum shall be 
established as per the provisions in article 19.

Sole Paragraph – The motions of amendments shall be forwarded to the 
ODESUR Executive Committee by the proposing Olympic Committee, at 
least forty-five (45) days prior to the date of the Assembly, and the ODESUR 
Executive Committee shall inform the motions with its own comments to all 
National Olympic Committees, at least thirty (30) days prior to the date of 
the Assembly in which such amendments shall be deliberated. Amendments 
shall enter in force immediately after they are approved.

Article 67 – ODESUR Affiliated Organizations, as well as the Executive 
Committee Members, do not answer for social obligations.

CHAPTER XI
Transitional Provisions

Article 68 – All transitional provisions shall be regulated by the Executive 
Committee and later presented to the Assembly as follows:

1. ODESUR incomes by allocation of hosting rights:
1.1. US$ 30,000.00 (thirty thousand US dollars) that shall be paid by 

the National Olympic Committee that is awarded the Games, up 
to ninety (90) days after the election of the Host City.

1.2. The Television, Radio and Internet rights for the host country 
territory will be sold to the Organizing Committee or to the 
corresponding Government agents for a minimum amount of 
US$ 200,000.00 (two hundred thousand US dollars). Payment 
must be made in the following manner: Fifty percent (50%) two 
years before Games staging, twenty-five percent (25%) one year 
before Games staging, and twenty-five percent (25%) sixty days 
(60) before Games staging.
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1.3. Television, Radio and Internet rights for the other countries shall 
remain the property of ODESUR, which may transfer them to 
affiliated National Olympic Committees for their respective 
territories under conditions to be determined by the ODESUR 
Executive Committee.

1.4. Sale, marketing and licensing rights for the Games shall be 
sold to the Organizing Committee for the Games or to the 
corresponding government entities for the minimum amount of 
US$ 100,000.00 (one hundred thousand US dollars). Payment 
must be made in the following manner: Fifty percent (50%) two 
years before Games staging, twenty-five percent (25%) one year 
before Games staging, and twenty-five percent (25%) sixty days 
(60) before Games staging.

1.5. Ten percent (10%) of the income from ticket sales for the Opening 
and Closing Ceremonies and for all sports events in the Games 
shall be delivered by the Organizing Committee of the Games 
to ODESUR within a deadline established by both parties 
(ODESUR and the Organizing Committee of the Games), at the 
end of the Games.

1.6. Upon being awarded the right to host the South American Games, 
the elected City shall sign a contract introduced by ODESUR 
that will include items 1.2 and 1.4, as well as other financial and 
administrative considerations, to be signed by the President of 
the National Olympic Committee, the Mayor of the Host City 
and the President of ODESUR.

2. ODESUR incomes by participation in the Games:
2.1. US$ 30.00 (thirty US dollars) by sport as entry rights to the 

Games, which shall be paid by the National Olympic Committee 
to the ODESUR Treasurer upon ratifying the corresponding 
entries (during technical meetings).

2.2. US$ 5.00 (five US dollars) that each National Olympic Committee 
shall pay for each athlete who is entered in the South American 
Games.
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2.3. 	US$ 3.00 (three US dollars) that the National Olympic Committees 
shall pay daily to the ODESUR Treasurer, per participant (Athlete, 
Officials, others) lodged in the South American Village, or any 
other lodging facilities (Hotel, etc.) during their period of stay at 
such facilities (the period between arrival and departure).

3. 	 Election of the host city for the South American Games:

3.1. 	National Olympic Committees that are members of ODESUR and 
that wish to host the Games shall apply for it in writing, within the 
deadline to be determined by the ODESUR Executive Committee, 
offering detailed and precise guarantees and facilities as well as 
an official statement from the Government of the Country and 
of the City, in which they accept the responsibility for staging 
the Games and in which the Central Government undertakes to 
facilitate the entry of participating athletes, technical officials, 
referees, journalists and officials in the country, and in which 
the City undertakes the responsibility for staging the Games. 
Their capacity for accommodations, meals, sanitary services and 
internal transport to and from the competition and training venues 
must be guaranteed. The Executive Committee shall regulate the 
Bidding Book of the corresponding candidacy and guarantee 
at least the payment for eight airline tickets in tourist class for 
athletes and two airline tickets for Officials from each country in 
order to participate in the Games, including costs for the Sports 
Village (meals and accommodation).

Sole paragraph: If the National Olympic Committee meets all 
requirements, it shall be accepted as a candidate, whereas it is 
necessary to provide in writing the following complementary 
information:

3.1.1. Present a proposal for the Games sport program and the 
date of Games staging.

3.1.2. List the existing sports venues, indicating seating capacity, 
annexed services, communication and transport means, 
distance from the Village to the competition venues, and 
accommodation for athletes and officials.
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3.1.3. List of sports venues to be built, which must be completed at 
most sixty (60) days before the Games Opening Ceremony.

3.1.4. Sources of Financing.

3.1.5. Report about the experience acquired in the organization 
of international sports competitions.

3.1.6. List of all sports that the Host City is capable of staging in 
accordance with this Statute.

3.1.7. Investment of US$ 10,000.00 (ten thousand US dollars), 
which will be deposited in an ODESUR bank account. 
Should the country win the bidding process, the deposit 
shall automatically fall to ODESUR’s credit, and it must 
be attached to the host bidding application. Country or 
countries that were not selected as hosts will not have the 
US$ 10,000.00 deposit refunded.

3.1.8.	Conditions relating to handling of investments for Television, 
Radio, Internet and other electronic media rights.

3.1.9. Indicate the daily cost in US dollars for accommodation 
and meals per person at the Village. In addition, set the 
daily costs to upkeep horses and rental or local transport 
of sports boats.
